Should any of the maximum figures not be reached the organisers have the right to either cancel the meeting
or amalgamate races or classes as necessary.

Scrutineering etc: All vehicles entered must comply with Motorsport UK Vehicle, Formula and Tyre regulations. Competition
numbers must conform to Motorsport UK vehicle standards. Change of entry will only be permitted with the consent of the
stewards.
